Gladys Aylward was a poor English maid
in her twenties when she felt called by
God to China for Christ. None of the
mission churches would sponsor her -
“it’s to dangerous for a woman without
any qualifications and no education.”
they all said. But Gladys was
determined. In 1930 she spent all the
money she had on a railway ticket from
England through war torn Manchuria to
China. She had no friends or money and
could not speak the language. God
brought her through the difficulties to
great responsibility in the new land. She
learned Mandarin, became a Chinese
citizen, an official advocate against foot-
binding, singlehandedly stopped a
bloody prison riot, endured the Japanese
invasion of China, led 100 orphan
children 200 miles through the
mountains to safety and withstood the
Communist persecution of Christians that
followed.
